Native Perennials

 NEW ENGLAND ASTER: Dark purple, 18 – 24”, Sept – Oct

· Riveting color for the fall garden in an aster not likely to sprawl.

BLACK-EYED SUSAN: Golden yellow, 28-30”, June  - Oct

· Compact growth; enormous blooms and great as a cut flower.

BLANKET FLOWER: Rich golden yellow, 10 – 14”, June – Sept

· A long flowering period makes it attractive for humans and butterflies alike.

BLEEDING HEART: White with yellow tips, 10”, April – May

· Charming woodlander with fern-like foliage, disappear by June.

COLUMBINE: Red spurs/yellow sepals, 18”, April – May

· Nodding flowers, striking, yet dainty; loves a rocky setting, so give it good drainage.

FALSE SUNFLOWER: Golden yellow, 36”, July – Sept

· Stiff stems make this a good cut flower; some semi-double blooms.

GERANIUM: Violet rose, 15 – 24”, May – June

· Perfect wildflower for edges between sunny and less sunny parts of the garden; blooms blow in the slightest wind above tall, deeply palmated leaves.
GOLDENROD: Yellow, 36”, Aug – Oct

· Profusion of tiny yellow flowers on stiff, arched stalks, fragrant; spectacular!

MILKWEED: Orange, 34”, July – Aug

· The market favorite of Monarchs, who sip its nectar and lay their eggs on its branches; plant this to attract and help them! 
OBEDIENT PLANT: “Summer Snow”, white, 28 - 32”, July – Sept

· Obedient because you can turn its stem & flowers to new positions, where they will stay; masses of flowers on terminal spikes; spreads by rhizomes
